Student Centred Activities


	Activity a student does with another student

Short (often yes/no) questions to check students understanding of your instructions

Individual students repeat something. This helps with pronunciation

Teacher checks answers, opinions or language after an activity

All students repeat something at the same time (pronunciation or to memorise lexis)

Teacher says something to show how a word is pronounced or how to use the language

Activities where students are actively engaged and the focus is off the teacher

Instead of telling students the answers you encourage them to supply them.

The real thing e.g. teacher brings in an apple and a banana to teach those words

Pictures of things, people or places

Strategy of using questions used to check students understanding of  language

Use your fingers as a visual way of highlighting language e.g for syllables or contractions

Teachers do this when they want students to remember something interesting about a word or sentence. Often done using whiteboard

Students work in twos. All work at the same time

Checking to see how students are coping with a task

Activity done by three or more students together

Exchange of language between two students across the classroom
